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The interdisciplinary minor in Media Production and Analysis 
provides students with an understanding of the societal impact of 
contemporary media practices and provides opportunities to 
develop specific media production skills. Students will both 
analyze and produce media content for distribution through a 
variety of means. 

 
The Media Production and Analysis minor requires the completion 
of five courses for at least 15 credit hours, including three 
foundational courses. Students must take courses from each of 
the two departments.

• The minor must contain a minimum of 12 hours distinct from the 
major and/or additional minor(s).

Filing the minor program form The minor program form must be 
filed at least by the time the graduation application is submitted to 
a college/school advisor. 

 
Changing the minor Once the minor program is filed in the college 
office, any changes must be approved by one of the listed 
program advisors. 
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
